A constant feed of material is a fundamental prerequisite for high-quality, even paving. PaveDock Assistant is the 

communication system between the paver operator and the driver of the feed vehicle, allowing mix to be transferred 

to the paver especially quickly and reliably.

The core elements of the PaveDock Assistant are the signal 

lights on the paver and the associated control elements on the 

paver operator’s ErgoPlus 3 console.

For example, all wiring and connections are 

integrated in the tractor unit and screed, effectively eliminating 

any risk of damage to those components.

VÖGELE of course offers a very wide and practical selection  

of sensors to permit versatile use of the Niveltronic Plus system. 

Whether the project is to build or rehabilitate car parks, 

roundabouts or motorways, VÖGELE supplies the right sensor 

for every job site situation.

Sensors can be changed quickly and easily, as Niveltronic Plus 

automatically detects which sensor is connected, simplifying 

the configuration process for the user.

The setup tool provides information about the correct distance 

from the reference as soon as the System for Automated Grade 

and Slope Control is commissioned.
